Learning Task: Professional Noticing Preschool - 90 min Session (Breakout Option)
	Description
	There is a lot that goes on in a preschool classroom. How can we focus our observation of student behavior to enhance student learning? In this session, we focus on understanding the four elements of Professional noticing: elicit, attend, interpret and decide with keeping the unique environment of the preschool classroom in mind.

	4 A’s

	Generally, a learning task requires at least an ADD and an APPLY step, and a learning event will start with an ANCHOR and end with an AWAY.
Anchor
A task that has the learner access their own prior knowledge or experience with the topic/content/or similar experience (i.e., “Describe your best learning experience of…”)
Add
A task that has the learner hear/ see/ experience a substantive new piece of content: information, research, theory, skill (i.e., this can be with PowerPoint, film clip, demonstration, etc.)
Apply
A task that has the learner do something— there and then—with the new content (i.e., practice, application, case studies, compare, etc.)
Away
A task that connects the new learning back to the life of the learner and its future use (i.e., a personal action plan, commitment, projection into the future, etc.)

	Opener:
“Who’s in the room?”
	The presenter asks participants to stand in one of the four corners of the room, and try to keep the numbers of people in each corner about equal.  
Who’s in the room questions: Move one corner clockwise...
· ...if you are from outside of the Central Valley.
· ...if you have taught Kindergarten or 1st grade
· ...if you left your hotel and did something fun last night
· ...if you have taught 2nd or 3rd grade
· ...if you enjoy the wonderful Fresno heat
· ...if you work for a County Office
· ...if you have been in education for more than 10 years
· ...if you have taught more than 3 grades
· Sit in your seat if you believe all children can learn math and science.

	Professional Noticing - Definition
(elicit, attend, interpret, decide)

	Anchor
	Show ABO slide and talk about what will happen in the session.

ToT: Card Sort activity to review PN sequence.
· Stack of cards at each table. Each stack would have four cards of one color with one word (Elicit, Attend, Interpret, Decide) written on it. Then another color of cards with descriptions of teacher/student actions. Participants are asked to sequence the PN cards and match the activities to the corresponding word in the sequence. 
· When all the tables are done, they can do a quick walk around the room to see if other tables’ cards are similar to their own. 
· Presenters also notice what each table has done and lead discussion according to their outcomes.
· Presenters share, “We had you engage in this activity so we could elicit your understanding of the elements of professional noticing. While you were having a discussion on the placement of the cards, we were attending and interpreting behavior to prepare our next steps.”

· Spatial Reasoning
· Ask participants to get out of their seats and write observable behaviors on sticky notes and then place it on the appropriate chart.
· Have participants do a quick gallery walk so they can view all ideas.
